New South Wales Baptist Homes Trust was established in 1944 to provide services to the aged and children. The
Trust ran Leith House, Ruhamah, Carisbrook, Thorington and Karingal Children’s Home. In 1986, its name was
changed to Baptist Community Services to capture the organisation’s expanding ministry.
